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The Chicago Curling Club is available as arental venue from
mid-October through early April for Corporate business

meetings, teambuilding events, and private curling parties.

Our regular season is winter when the Ice House is
frozen for curling. We offer teambuilding
starting late October through the middle of April.
Times are available most weekday afternoons.

Our unique venue consists of four sheets of curling
ice, a full service commercial kitchen, large dining
area with seating for up to 64 guests, multiple TV
screens, viewing room for approximately 100
people, plus a comfortable intimate fireplace
setting.

Utilizing the Club for a curling experience
typically consists of group lessons for 32 people
in teams of 4 or 8. We will accommodate no less
than 8 and no more than 64 participants on the
ice. Events are typically scheduled for 22 to 3
hours including two hours of ice time.

participants)

e General introduction speech and short
video (15min)

e Warm-up exercises and entering the
ice discussion (15 min)

e One-ice instruction on how to play the
game; delivering the stone, sweeping
and strategy — thisis a fullhands-on
experience!

e Team formation and play of a 2-end
competitive game (45 min)

e “Broomstacking” session with refreshments
and celebration (30 min)

To participate, all your
guests need to bring
arewarm, loose fitting
clothes (jeans are NOT
recommended), a
CLEAN pair of athletic
shoes(carried into the
club) and if desired,
light gloves and a cap.

The Club has all the
game equipment
necessary to
participate including
stones, brooms and
Teflon shoe sliders.




Pricing:
* Group rate for exclusive use of facility including curling for up to 32 participants is $3200.
* Group rate for exclusive use of facility including curling for up to 24 participants is $2400.
* Group rate for shared use of facility including curling for up to 16 participants is $1600.

* Group rate for shared use of facility including curling for 8 participants is $800.

An additional charge of $50 will be assessed for each additional curler up to 5 in the tier.
(An additional charge of $500 will be assessed for requests for exclusive use of the facility with 16-24 participants.)

There are no fees charged for non-curling spectators except for food and beverage charges.

Additional Considerations:
Bartenders: One isincluded in rental price for up to 50
guests. Additional bartenders are $35.00/hour.
Kitchen: Cooking is only permitted by licensed caterers.
Groups are responsible for arranging their own catering.
Cleanup: Basiccleanup isincluded. Facility damage or
excessive cleanup may result in additional expense.
Beverages: Soft Drinks are included with your rental at no
additional charge. Beer, wine, and liquor will be charged at
regular club prices and master billed with your remaining
balance. Beverages may not be brought into the club from
outside unless approved by the club manager.

A deposit will be required to hold your date and is non-
refundable. Any remaining balance will be billed after your
event including any bar charges and is due within five days of
receipt.

property damage. Each participant must sign a waiver/release
prior to entering the ice area.

General Disclaimer:

In the rare event that factors beyond our control (including but not limited to
weather or facility damage) necessitate the postponement of a private event, the Chicago
Curling Club will work with the renting party to determine appropriate rescheduling. All
other pre-arranged agreements will be honored.
